  Application Deadline:
   There are two application periods each year, March 1st and September 1st.  Completed applications must be submitted on or before these dates to be considered for The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund. The chosen applicant will be named 60 days after closing date.

Guidelines:
1. This scholarship is open to anyone that is interested in an education in the EMS/Fire service, but preference will be given to students who show financial need.   
2. The candidate must have a high school diploma or equivalency to be eligible and must begin training when EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy have availability.
3. Applicant must have a felony free conviction record.
4. Application must be typed or printed neatly in blue or black ink.
5. Notification of interviews will be provided to selected applicants.
6. Funds will be distributed directly to EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy.
7. Funds must be used within one year of award notice.
8. EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy decide which class the applicant is accepted, based on their classroom availability.
9. Recipients who do not successfully complete all training at EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy, and pass all parts of the state exam(s) will be required to pay the fund back the full scholarship amount. 
Instructions:
Submit the following in one envelope:
1. Completed and signed application. *Application must be complete, enter NA if not applicable.
2. Enclose a certified school transcript from your High School, College, or G.E.D. certificate.  
3. Include last year’s Tax Return or FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid). 
4. Please include a copy of a Florida Drivers license or ID card.
5. Enclose TABE test results.
6. Enclose a valid BLS-HCP Adult and Infant AED, CPR Card.
7. Enclose a First Responder, EMT or Paramedic certificate (If applying only for the fire portion of the scholarship.).
8. Provide two written recommendations (can be mailed directly).
9. Possess a current Florida Drivers license.
10. Proof of physical exam, TB test, immunizations and titers within the past year.
** The Broward Fire Academy Entrance Ability Test can be submitted separately once successfully passed.
In addition, the following Broward Fire Academy requirements must be completed:  
1. Complete the OPTS 2010 Orientation and TABE Testing. (Include in application packet)  (http://www.bfa.edu/classes.php?id=61)  
2. Possess a valid BLS-HCP Adult and Infant AED, CPR Card. (include in application packet)  
3. Possess a First Responder, EMT or Paramedic certificate. If applying only for the fire portion of the scholarship.  (Include in application packet)  
4. Pass the Broward Fire Academy Entrance Ability Test.  Go to http://www.bfa.edu/abilities.php to download the packet. The packet contains Physicians Statement, Hold Harmless Agreement, and copy of Physical Ability Test Criteria.                                                         **This can be submitted separately, but must be passed before receiving scholarship. 
5. Pass the Broward Fire Academy First Responder Test consisting of 100 multiple-choice questions. **This can be submitted separately, but must be passed before receiving scholarship.
6. All applicants, upon registration will be required to complete the Bureau of Fire Standards and Training Fingerprint Card (DI14-1019) and complete the state required Medical Examination Form (DI4-1022).  (www.bfa.edu) **This can be submitted separately, but must be passed before receiving scholarship.
7. All applicants are also required to meet the requirements of Florida
