The Travis Jason Long 

Firefighter Memorial Fund

Introduction:  
The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund is a non-profit charitable organization that has been established in memory of Firefighter Travis Jason Long.

The purpose of the fund is to assist students with tuition for education at the EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy through scholarships.  Other costs associated with the EMS Academy and or Fire Academy are the responsibility of the applicant.    

The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund will announce the amount that will be awarded annually, but the intent is to fund at least two EMS and/or Fire scholarships each year.

Funding for this scholarship program is made possible by generous donations from residents throughout the community.

The Fund’s web site, www.travislong.com will host information about this Scholarship and become the starting point of the application process.

Scholarship Information:

It is the goal of the Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund to award two scholarships per year to applicants needing assistance and showing desire to attend the EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy. 

In order to be eligible, the applicant must satisfactorily complete and pass all of EMS Academy’s (www.EMS-Academy.com) and/or Broward Fire Academy’s requirements (www.bfa.edu).
Scholarships awarded must be used as the EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy determines.

Applicant must complete all portions of the application to be considered for the scholarship.

The board chosen recipient of the scholarship will receive funding, paid to the EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy, from The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund. 

Recipients will be evaluated throughout the program in order to maintain their status in the program.  Scholarships can be revoked for just cause by the board of officers. 

Previous applicants must submit a new application each year to be considered.   

Description of Broward Fire Academy’s Firefighter I & II Program: 

The Firefighter I & II Program is a 450-hour course.  This program meets the requirements set forth by the Bureau of Fire Standards and Training, State Fire Marshal Office, for certification as a firefighter.  Included in the Firefighter I & II Programs are the written and practical portions of the State Firefighter I & II Certification examination.

The Firefighter I & II Program is a physically and mentally challenging course that includes extensive classroom and practical field components. 

The Firefighter I & II Program is offered in two class schedules, a full-time day class schedule, and a part-time night class schedule. 

The day class schedule is Monday through Friday from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. and is approximately twelve weeks in length.  The night class schedule is Tuesdays and Thursdays from 5:15 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. and Saturdays from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. and is approximately 6 months in length. 

The Travis J. Long Firefighter Memorial Fund will pay the scholarship recipient’s course registration fee and will loan the scholarship recipient bunker gear. The recipient is responsible for all books, and uniforms. 
Entry into the EMS Academy and/or Firefighter Program requires the applicant to perform all mandatory requirements in a set time period and by the deadlines set by each Academy.  Applicants who miss a deadline or who do not meet the requirements process may be removed from this selection process. 

Conditions for discipline or dismissal from the EMS and/or Fire Academy, and Revocation of Scholarship: 
All scholarship recipients must conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times. 

Any conduct that reflects negatively on the EMS/Fire Academy and/or requires disciplinary review by The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund board shall result in the loss of Scholarship funds and the student can be expelled from the program.  

Examples of infractions: 

· Dishonesty 

· Cheating in any form 

· Vulgarity during class, clinical, or field internship 

· Disruptive behavior in class 

· Harassment of instructors, fellow students or field personnel 

· Inappropriate “attire” worn while attending training 

· Falsification of any information on scholarship application, records or 


program related documents 

· Failure to meet the minimum scholastic required by this program (Passing grade of 70% “C” or better) 

· Unexcused absence from class/A.W.O.L. 

· Reporting late or leaving a class without permission 

· Theft of Fire Department/EMS/Broward Fire Academy property 

· Unprofessional conduct or derogatory language of any kind 

· Behavior indicating drug or alcohol abuse will be expelled immediately 

· Any subsequent arrest, driving or background incident 

Some additional examples of behavior that will result in the revocation of scholarship monies are as follows: 

· Failing a required test/performance objective 

· Excessive tardiness or absence 

· Failure to follow EMS and/or Broward Fire Academy regulations 

· Any behavior that reflects negatively on The Firefighter Memorial Fund and/or is deemed inappropriate by its Executor  

 

Scholarship recipients who do not pass the EMS Academy and/or Broward Fire Academy course (s), and do not meet the requirements set forth by the State will be required to pay The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund all monies awarded within six months.

1. Must be 18 years of age.

2. High school diploma or equivalent.

3. Entrance exam (TABE Test).
4. Possess a current FL Drivers license.
5. Possess a current AHA Health Care Provider CPR card.
6. Proof of a Physical exam, TB test, immunizations and titers within the past year.

The following Broward Fire Academy requirements must be completed:  

1. Complete the OPTS 2010 Orientation and TABE Testing. (http://www.bfa.edu/classes.php?id=61)

2. Possess a valid BLS-HCP Adult and Infant AED, CPR Card.

3. Possess a State of Florida, First Responder, EMT or Paramedic certificate.

4. Pass the Broward Fire Academy Entrance Ability Test. (http://www.bfa.edu/abilities.php) 

5. Pass the Broward Fire Academy First Responder Test consisting of 100 multiple choice questions upon notification.

6. All applicants, upon registration will be required to complete the Bureau of Fire Standards and Training Fingerprint Card (DI14-1019) and complete the state required Medical Examination Form (DI4-1022).

7. All applicants are also required to meet the requirements of Florida

Eligibility or Requirements for The Firefighter Memorial Scholarship: 

Applicants must:

· Be at least 18 years old 

· Be a Florida resident for six months

· Satisfy Broward EMS and/or Fire Academy’s admission requirements  

· Demonstrate financial need

· Be a graduating high school senior, or a high school graduate, or have a


GED or equivalent  

· Be in good physical health as documented by a licensed physician

· Not be a tobacco user prior to one year of application date

· Complete the application and submit it by the deadline

· Act as a spokesperson for The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund and attend fundraising events

· Not have a felony or misdemeanor conviction

How to Apply for The Firefighter Memorial Scholarship:

All interested individuals who meet the requirements as announced are required to complete and submit an application by the posted due date.  The application and further information can be found on The Travis Jason Long Firefighter Memorial Fund website located at www.travislong.com 
All sections of the application must be completed and an attest statement must be signed acknowledging that all of the information in the application is true to the best of the applicant's knowledge.  

The Firefighter Memorial Scholarship Committee:

The President of The Travis Jason Long Fire Fighter Memorial Fund will appoint a committee/panel to evaluate applications.  In evaluating the applications, preference will be given to those demonstrating need, desire, and initiative.
